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THE CERAMIC DESIGN DEPARTMENT
OF BEZALEL ACADEMY OF ART AND DESIGN

The Ceramic Design Department of the Bezalel Academy of Art and Design is one of seven departments in the
academy abiding by the rules of the Council for Higher Education and leads to a B.F.A. degree.

Matriculation exams are required; previous ceramic experience is not mandatory, but technical ability and
enthusiasm for ceramics are vital.

Candidates are encouraged to become acquainted with the department prior to the entrance exams.

The four year study program consists of eight months of study per year, 40 hours a week.

Three directions of study — pottery, industrial design, sculpture — are compulsory. Each student receives
individual attention according to his personal needs and preferences.

A graduate of the department will have acquired comprehensive ceramic, artistic and technical knowledge and
has the ability to operate his own studio, to work on individual pieces or in serial production, to design for the
ceramic industry, and he is capable of instructing a new generation of ceramic artists.

The program consists of intensive hours of ceramic studies, elective art courses and courses in photography,
painting, drawing and silk screen printing on different levels within the various departments. The department

maintains close relations with Israel’s ceramics industry.
There are 75 students in the department, 27 in the first year, and about 15 graduate and acquire their B.F.A.

degree each year.
There are 22 faculty members plus guest lecturers.
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ISRAELI CERAMICS

The Israeli Ceramics Association numbers about 200 members, including 95% of the professional potters in the country.

Members are accepted into the Association upon the approval of a jury consisting of seven members, chosen bi-annually by the
general meeting.

The founders of the Association were young German Jews who fled the Nazis during the thirties and came to Palestine. These
potters had been trained in Germany. Scattered over the countryside were native Arab potteries producing low fired earthenware for
general use, usually unglazed.

There was no good potter’s clay to be found in the country, and there were few tools and kilns. The first kilns were built then by
the ceramists themselves, or ordered from abroad. Little was known about the sources of clay in the country (the Negev was still
unsettled). Nevertheless, two modern workshops were set up producing modern pottery. Until the forties these were the only places for
learning the art. Later, ceramics were also developed in the northern part of Israel.

From 1955—1962 the Harsa Ceramics Factory in Beersheva, in the south, conducted courses for potters and eventually, in 1958,
the Bezalel Art Academy in Jerusalem opened a Ceramics Department. This institution is the main centre today for training new
ceramists, the course extending for four years, upon completion of which students are granted a degree and the possibility of further
studies.

There are also several other schools for training: The Centre for Visual Arts in Beersheva, the Tel Hai College, Haifa University, the
Kibbutz Teachers College at Oranim, the Avni Institute in Tel Aviv, and the new Ramat Hanegev College at Yeruham. Besides, there are
many workshops and adult extension courses throughout the country as well as ceramic circles in youth centres.

Ceramic clays have meanwhile been found in the Negev as well as materials for glazing, although some materials have to be
imported from Europe, still the main source. Proper kilns are now being produced in Israel.

The activities of the Association include meetings every few months in Tel Aviv or Jerusalem, as well as special meetings, for potters
living in agricultural settlements, in kibbutzim and moshavim. At these meetings films and slides are shown of ceramics from all over the
world and also slides showing the works of new members.

The Association publishes a journal, ""Kadarut’’ (Pottery), of which ten issues have appeared. There is also an illustrated English
directory of membership.

The First National Ceramics Exhibition was held in 1970 at the Tel Aviv Museum and a second exhibition was held in 1981 at the
Artists House in Jerusalem. Members of the Association have participated in exhibitions abroad: The International Ceramics
Competition in Faenza, Italy (1970, 1971, 1974, 1977), the International Exhibition of Modern Ceramics by the International
Academy of Ceramics at the Victoria and Albert Museum, London (1972), the Israeli Exhibition of Design in Stuttgart (1976), and the
Israeli Exhibition in Munich (1980). The Bezalel Academy Ceramics Department won first prize among 35 national competitors as the
outstanding ceramics school in Europe.

The Association has also conducted several short study seminars for its members on glazing and other techniques.

Ceramists visiting the country from abroad are entertained by lIsraeli ceramists, who are happy to show their work and hear about
the work of their guests.

Let us hope that this catalogue may serve to familiarize the public with the artists and their work.
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
