to kindle the imagination and broaden the horizons of the artists than to confront them
with a wide variety of styles and ideas. That is why we have decided upon an all-
embracing exhibition within the framework of the Museum’s activities.

In organizing this exhibition we have cooperated with the Ceramic Artists Association
of Israel. But, we have also invited other artists who are not members of this Association
to take part. Together with the Israel Institute of Packaging and Industrial Design, we
have selected a jury which has chosen the finest products for display. This was
necessary because there are so many amateur ceramists in Israel and the number is increasing
from year to year. We did not demand a certificate from any school as evidence of
qualification, but we based our decision on the technical achievements of the exhibitor.
The combination of aesthetic beauty and technical superiority guided us in our selection
of the finest products for a professional and artistic display of this kind.

Not only individual artists and craftsmen but also schools of arts and crafts, as well as
ceramics factories, were invited to take part. The reason for this is that we believe
that raising the standard of the potter’s art should not be only a task for individuals but
also for the industry. It was a search for improvement, not only of the functional but
also of the aesthetic, that led to the development of an outstanding industry for household
wares and ornaments, created from many different materials, on the highest level of
quality, in such countries as Scandinavia, France, Italy, England, Spain, and Portugal.
This achievement has given rise to a wide demand for their products in foreign markets.
They are being exported by the manufacturers through their own sales offices in cities all
over the world with considerable success, notwithstanding the substantial customs tariffs.
This goes to show that price does not play a decisive role in the sale of functional products
and ornaments as long as their aesthetic level is high.

As an initial venture this exhibition has importance from the point of view of quality
and diversity as well as of quantity. It represents the work of about 60 artists, three
schools and five factories. Some 300 products are on display and the exhibition occupies
two floors of our Beit Dizengoff.

It is hoped that this first cooperation of ceramists with the Tel Aviv Museum will open
the door to further aesthetic and technical searches (which largely supplement one
another) and to more friendly competition in this field, so that all those engaged in the
profession will help one another to reach ever higher levels of achievement.

Our thanks are due to the Ministty of Commerce and Industry, the Ministry of Tourism,
the Israel Institute of Packaging and Industrial Design and the Ceramic Artists Association
of Israel for their help and friendly cooperation in preparing this exhibition.

INTRODUCTION
“Earth, water, fire...

Let them speak freely, without interruption, about their own qualities and virtues, and
let us listen to what they have to say.

By now, after many years of hard work and study, I know that the art of ceramics involves
a knowledge of the way to bring together these three components — earth, water, and
fire — in such a way that none of their characteristic attributes shall be lost.

When a shape is formed and its lines flow perfectly, in pure proportions, when the form
of expression known as ceramics is treated with imagination and feeling, yet with rest-
raint, only then can a vessel become transformed into a work of art.”

Those words were formulated by one of the best American ceramists, Viennese born Otto
Netzler, who settled in the United States in 1938 where he and his wife Gertrude have
been engaged in the potter’s art.

Earth, water, fire — and... man, are the basic elements of pottery. The touch of the
hand on the moist clay, the caress of the master on the form coming to birth beneath his
fingers, the trial by fire which gives the vessel or the figurine firmness — all these
constitute an example of direct communication between the material and the spirit,
between the creator and his creation. It is this wonderful merging and fusing that has
lured many to try their skill at the potter’s wheel or the moulding slab, to create excellent
products, sometimes even works of art. For in this art the distance between the beautiful
and the functional may be very slight. If to this is added the accumulated experience
of any generations, in various civilizations, arising from different origins, which have
adapted to their use additional materials — also an ancient practice — to enhance the
beauty or function of their vessels; and if we remember how diverse are the products
of earth, water, and fire in all aspects of our life, inside our houses or ornamenting the
exterior of our buildings and the environment in parks and squares, — only then can we
fathom the important place of ceramics in our daily life. It adds a joy and delight that
we miss in the present industrial age and urban concentration in which, because of the
abundance of technological facilities and our worship of comfort, we are far removed from
Nature and from the simplest means of beautifying our lives.

Without going into the historic (and prehistoric) development of ceramics, or the impor-
tance of this art to the study of civilization, and without entering a labyrinth of technical
explanations which might well interest readers of this catalogue, we come directly to
the present exhibition which represents a local attempt to bring together the works
of ceramic artists and craftsmen, with a view to arousing more interest in this area among
the public at large and to giving ceramists an opportunity to demonstrate a representative
sampling of their work. We hope that each successive exhibition will witness a larger
number of participants and a higher level of production, because there is no better way
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
