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Varda Yatom’s works function as palpable symbols of the fears and anxieties of humankind in
a somber reality. They appeal to the conscience to continually examine the human experience.
The figures kneel like feeling memorials to a society stripped of its life force and trying to warn
against a recurrence of what has come before. Her human beings have a double indentity, as
anonymous as monuments, the victims of sacrificial conditions. The element of time, years
after the war, establishes the alienation of contemporary man while at the same time arousing
the desire to become involved in the web of emotions and thought. The immortalized lifeless
invalids strive to rise up to achieve a living hope, a corridor, an attempt to silence the procession
of victims on crutches, to reach the remnats of the fleet of boats - unified archeologicale
contexts - whose oars are trapped in the struggle with the tide.

Varda Yatom employs a unique language by creating her images out of different materials
woven together. She offers a deep look into her figures - figurative on the verge of a painful
anonymity in thier cold and warm colors - baring the viewer to thier fears. The conjunction
of various artistic means awakens questions regarding the indistinct boundaries of art and

experience as part of the meaning of inner truth .
