A tile is flat. One tile plus another plus another create a smooth surface. One surface plus another create areas that are not necessarily flat.
A tile can be a detail in a larger work or a work of art in itself. In this exhibition, Eva Z. Kaufman's tiles create landscapes of whole compositions-running
lengthwise, widthwise, or in all directions at once-from pieces of squares. Each piece represents something like a "miniature" of a single landscape. Whether or
not they mesh, together they create a seamless experience of beauty in material, color, shape, and texture.

When seen from a distance, the work intrigues us and invites us to move closer and gaze insatiably at this collection of tiles which is, in effect, a "painting in
material" in flat relief. Some of the tiles in the exhibition contain graphic elements, like drawings blending in a delineated background into subtle squares with
textures and hues of extraordinary beauty.

Eva Z. Kaufman's work displays a connection to the foundations of a language that helps to reveal a powerful visual image in "arrangements of miniatures”
which realize artistic, architectural, or design ideas in each site and composition. As an artist, she observes and bestows on her work a broad, deep, and varied
perspective, from the painted tile to the abstract.

Nor does she ignore the three-dimensional, expressed in clay sculptures with square bases, much like protruding blocks holding the suggestions of shapes. The
pair of twisted pots, like figures in unglazed clay, stand in contrast to the vividly colored tiles.
