ART CERAMICS MADE+AT ,HARSSAH" BEER-SHEVA
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...The term, ART CERAMICS, is-fairly
new when compared to the divers “isms” in

contemporary art.

Even the public that is interested in art and
follows the different trends and schools that
the ARTS have developed into. Since the be-
ginning of this century, art ceramics means:
utilitarian ware made of clay or ching, de-
corated to a degree, and at best, merits the
title “applied art” with the stress on the
applied. 1t is only during the last decade
or so, that it doawned on a small section of
the art conscious public that ceramics could
be turned again into an expressive medium,
both, from the sculpteral and colour point
of view, even if it is useful.

The purpose of this exhibition is to demons-
trate the possibilities of the above mentioned
elements, meaning: a shape that has a self
inherent value though designed to be a utin-

sil, and not the other way around.
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
