The major elements of Anat Bar-el's work are three dimensional
geometric light-cuts within ceramic structures. The light-

cuts pierce each form - which differ from each other by the
varying sharpness and coloration of the light - becoming tokens
of, and tiny geometric windows on, infinite space.

Inherent in the patterns.are concepts alongside elements
undermining the plausibility of their architectural facade.

Bar-el records each structure as a three-dimensional model in
the same statement of principles, a sort of concise personal
confession.

The miniaturized format of the series is at a carefully chosen
stage in her work, representing a symbolic concentration

of visual energy.

It is a consistent minimalist format with a fragmented presence
resulting from the combination of a white structure and a specific
light-cut of a given color.

The light-cut together with the continual movement between the
schematic structure and a touch of color, combined with the theme
of a unique pattern hinting at the colors of the sky, earth, sand
and rocks - convey a sense of architectural order in a precise
composition repeated consistently in most of the artist's work.
Each structure constitutes the new beginning of a past structure,
and serves as the background for the search for new clarities
and different truths hidden within and insinuated from without.
By the nature of her aesthetic construction, Bar-el seeks to hide
evidence of her own hand, yet the meticulous working and
polishing of the material attest strongly to the human touch.

She treats the series of tiles - as designs disappearing into a
cosmic atmosphere in a suggestion of thtee-dimensionality -
with the same characteristic approach to form.
