PAULA ARONSOHN

Born in Germany. Graduate of "Kunst-
gewerbeschule", Hamburg, Studied
pottery in Germany and Sweden. In 1933
came to Israel and together with Eva
Samuel founded the "Kad Va Sefel"
workshop in Rishon le Zion. Since 1960
teaches ceramics at "Hanna Jaffe"
Vocational High School, Tel Aviv.

Works in own studio producing domestic
and decorative ware. Wide range of
coloured glazes. Participated in col-
lective exhibitions in Israel.

ISRAEL BANKER

Born in Russia. Studied ceramics at

Sao Paulo Institute for Fine Arts, and

in Studio D'ely and Studio Ruth, Sao
Paulo. After coming to Israel in 1965,
he worked at first in local ceramic
factories and later opened his own
studio in Haifa. Under the influence
of the ceramics of Hannah Charag-Zunz,

he began to produce delicate and thin-

walled vessels with a natural gloss

reminiscent of terra sigillata pottery.

He prepares his own pastes and slips
from local clays found in deposits
throughout the country.

One-man exhibition in Museum Haaretz,
Tel Aviv. Participated in collective
exhibitions in Israel.

ELIEZER BERKOVITZ

Born in Kibbutz Degania Alef, where
he 1s now a member. Started to pro-
duce pottery on his own in improvised
workshop, and continued later under
guidance of ceramic artist Yoheved
Marks. Produces functional and decor-
ative pottery, fired at high temper-
ature.

Berkovitz throws and glazes the
vessels which are then decorated by
Hava Weliner, who is also a member of
the kibbutz.

JEAN MEYER

Born in London, England. Graduate of
Chelsea and Camberwell Schools of Art.
Since 1951 studio potter in Kibbutz
Ein Hashofet. Produces richly hued
reduced stoneware. Besides functional
objects, also produces ceramic sculp-
tures and reliefs many of which de-
corate public buildings in Israel.

3 one-man exhibitions. Participated
in many collective exhibitions in
Israel. Also participated in major
international exhibitions and sym-
posia on ceramics. Member of Inter-
national Academy of Ceramics.
Founded Ceramic Studio of Art De-
partment at Haifa University.



AIMEE MARGALIT

Born in South Africa. Immigrated to
Israel in 1960. Graduate of Bezalel

Academy of Arts, Jerusalem (1968).
Since then has been working as a
studio potter in Jerusalem producing
functional and decorative objects in
stoneware. ' ‘

Participated in collective exhibitions
and won prize in a competition for
ceramic designs.

RENA KIMCHE

Born in Jerusalem and graduate of
Bezalel Academy of Arts. Also studied
ceramics in U.S.A. Works in own studio
in Kerem Maharal and teaches ceramics
at Haifa University. -

Produces functional and decorative-
sculptural ceramics from local clays
fired at varying temperatures. Her
glazes are derived from the soils of
the Carmel hills where she lives.

One-man exhibition in Artists House,

Jerusalem (1971). Collective exhibitions

in Israel, U.S.A. and Canada.

Her ceramics are in galleries and
private collections; she also designed
and made a ceramic mural for a public
building in Israel.

SARAH FOX

Born in Israel. Graduate of Bezalel
Academy of Arts, Jerusalem (1968).
Since 1973 teaches ceramics at
Bezalel Academy. Studio potter in
Jerusalem producing functional and
decorative objects in stoneware.

Participated in collective exhibitions
and won prize for a ceramic mural.

MIRA SADOT

Born in Romania. Immigrated to Israel
in 1946. After ten years teaching art,
decided to study ceramics. In 1975
graduated from Bezalel Academy of
Arts, Jerusalem. Produces thrown
tableware in recently opened studio

at Tal Shahar. Uses stoneware clays
and glazes, high fired in reducing
atmosphere.
