Dialogue with Clay and Wheel

The sculpture of Dalit Tayar is born of the dialogue between the artist and the
clay being fashioned by her fingers as the potter's wheel furns.

This influence of the poftter's wheel is crucial to the artist's language of form with
which she produces her creations and the strong bord between the enveloping
material and the internal space created between concave and convex,
dependent entirely on complete technical mastery and a deep understanding
of the dictates of the material as opposed to the demands of the form.

The starting point was the egg, both literally and metaphorically, through which
the artist explored the properties of the clay, correct proportions and the mutual
interaction of external boundaries and inferior space. Technical and mechanical
skills in this basic symbolic shape enabled her further progress. Out of her fertile
imagination and the hatching of the first egg, new forms were created, a series
of imaginary creatures from the realms of bird and animal. In each form, the
careful employment of the correct technical medium is evident.

The transition from animal to human was a natural one, through which the artist
could clarify the formal message and test more complicated fusions at the
meeting points of the various sections of the figure, dictated apparently by the
circular nature of the wheel.

The sexual identity of the figures is not clearly defined and in some of her work,
the artist purposely conveys their bisexuality. This serves to identify the mysterious
atmosphere projected by the sculptures, in a world where arms are opened
wide, to embrace perhaps, or mark out territory, or fransmit an encoded,
indecipherable message.

Alitough Dalit Tayar's sculpture is not directly influenced by the Far East or by
sculptures describing Buddha, there is nonetheless a leaning towards the East.
Her broad-hipped figures, with rather frozen expressions, seem to bear @
mysterious smile which stretches beyond fime.
